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Placement Procedures
Students are placed into appropriate groups based on a combination of:
· Age 
· English level 
· Academic interest or chosen subject pathway 
As part of the enrolment process, students complete an online English proficiency assessment. This is reviewed by the academic team prior to confirming acceptance onto the programme.
Minimum English level requirements (typically B1–B2 depending on course) are applied to ensure students are able to engage fully with the academic content and classroom environment.
Placement decisions are made to ensure:
· Students are grouped with peers of a similar level and profile 
· Lessons are accessible, appropriately challenging and engaging 
During the programme:
· Teachers and academic staff monitor student performance and engagement 
· Adjustments to class placement can be made where necessary to better support learning 
This process ensures students are placed appropriately and supported throughout their learning experience.
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
