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Student Rules & Curfew
1. Purpose
Sapphire Education sets clear rules and expectations to ensure a safe, respectful and enjoyable environment for all students.
These rules help students understand how to behave, how supervision works, and how to move safely around the campus.

2. General Expectations
Students are expected to:
· Treat others with respect at all times 
· Follow staff instructions 
· Attend all scheduled lessons and activities 
· Behave responsibly in accommodation and shared spaces 
· Respect the campus environment and facilities 
These expectations apply throughout the programme, including lessons, activities and free time.

3. Attendance
Students must:
· Attend all lessons, activities and scheduled sessions 
· Be on time and ready to participate 
· Inform staff if they feel unwell or unable to attend 
Unauthorised absence is not permitted and will be followed up by staff.

4. Movement Around Campus
Students must:
· Remain within permitted areas at all times 
· Follow staff guidance on movement between locations 
· Not leave the campus or accommodation without permission 
· Sign in and out where required 
Movement is structured to ensure student safety and supervision at all times.

5. Free Time
Free time is structured and supervised.
Students may:
· Spend time in designated areas 
· Socialise with other students 
· Take part in optional activities 
Students must:
· Remain in approved locations 
· Be aware of time limits 
· Return to meeting points on time 
Staff will always be present and available.

6. Curfew
Students must follow curfew times set by Sapphire.
This includes:
· Returning to accommodation by the designated time 
· Remaining in their rooms or designated areas after curfew 
· Not visiting other rooms unless permitted 
Curfew times will be clearly communicated during induction and reinforced throughout the programme.

7. Accommodation Rules
Students must:
· Respect their living space and other residents 
· Keep noise levels appropriate, especially in the evening 
· Not enter other rooms without permission 
· Follow all safety guidance within accommodation 
Any damage or misuse of accommodation may result in disciplinary action.

8. Safety & Prohibited Behaviour
Students must not:
· Leave the campus or accommodation without permission 
· Engage in dangerous or unsafe behaviour 
· Use or possess alcohol, drugs or prohibited items 
· Behave in a way that puts themselves or others at risk 
Any serious breach will be dealt with immediately.

9. Supervision
Students are supervised throughout the programme.
This includes:
· Lessons and academic sessions 
· Activities and excursions 
· Free time and residential periods 
Students must cooperate with staff at all times to ensure a safe environment.

10. Consequences
If students do not follow these rules:
· Staff will intervene and provide guidance 
· Behaviour may be escalated in line with the Behaviour & Discipline Policy 
· Parents or partners may be informed 
· In serious cases, students may be removed from the programme 

11. Communication
Students will be informed of these rules:
· Before arrival 
· During induction 
· Throughout the programme 
Staff will regularly remind students of expectations to ensure clarity and consistency. If students are unsure or need help, they should speak to a member of staff at any time.
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
